Rod Price discussed the February rally in Vancouver in February. He stated that there will be three
seminars for all members attending. #1 - use of the internet (providing WiFi is available at the RV
park), #2 - interior renovations of the coach, #3 - how to host a rally. Also suggested, and a possi-
ble seminar, will be GMC Cascaders’, the historical aspect. Thursday arrivals will enjoy a potluck for
supper.

Webmaster Report:  Tony Wright discussed the major changes that have taken place with the GMC

FMCA: Jerry Work reported about improvements and changes that are taking place in the organiza-
tion. The Northwest and National organization has new leadership. He also encouraged others to
attend FMCA conventions, stating that the average age of a coach that attend the conventions is 10
years old. Also FMCA is our liability insurance for the club and MedEXx is a great benefit offered
through FMCA. He stated that the GMC motor home is the largest single group in FMCA. The
FMCA Northwest Rally will be June 4-7, 2009, in Albany, Oregon.

Old Business:  Jackie Jones read through the results of the GMC Cascaders questionnaire that
was sent to the membership. The results hold a lot of valuable information and input from the mem-
bers of the club. Approximately 60 people (almost ¥2 the membership) responded and Jackie
thanked everyone for completing and sending back their questionnaires. The results are now avail-
able on the GMC Cascaders website and the questionnaire results were also sent out to members
without email.
